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	David “Dave” Fernald competed in Football, Basketball, and Baseball for York High School from 1965 until 1969.  In Baseball, he was considered one of the finest pitchers in Maine history by York fans, college coaches, and major league scouts.  The following information is a testament to that.
1. In the 13 inning Southwestern Maine Championship game in 1969, Dave pitched all 13 innings and struck out 27 batters in the process.
2. Dave pitched a no-hitter in 1968 against Noble, striking out 17 batters (11 in a row) in a 7 inning game.
3. In his junior year, Dave struck out 112 batters and compiled a 6-2 record.
4. As a senior, he struck out 80 batters and was 6-0, limiting the opposition to only 2 earned runs.
5. During his baseball career at York, Dave batted over .300 every year.
6. Dave also played quarterback and defensive end on a very successful football team.
7. A key member of the 1969 basketball team, Dave helped lead the team to their first ever Western Maine Class L Championship.[image: ]
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
